Loading the Gun

Loading the Gun from a Loader Pump

  1. Wipe the Loader Fitting with a clean cloth.

CAUTION

The Loader Fitting on the gun must mate with the
loader coupler. The pump may not operate if the
components are not compatible.          

  2. Remove the cap on the pump’s loader coupler.

  3. Seat the Loader Fitting into the loader coupler. See 
Figure 3.

  4. Operate the pump while holding the gun in place.

  5. Discontinue pump operation once lubrication pressure 
forces the gun off the loader coupler.

  6. Prime the gun. Refer to the section entitled Priming 
the Loaded Gun for details.

Paddle Loading

CAUTION

Loading the gun by hand may create air pockets in
the grease. Should this occur, the air/grease mix
will dispense into the lubrication fitting.

  1. Unscrew and remove the Handle and Cap Assembly 
from the Cylinder.

  2. Fill the Cylinder with grease.

NOTE: Use care not to mix air with the
grease during the filling process.

  3. Pack the grease to within 1/2 " (12 mm) of the top of 
the Cylinder.

  4. Screw the Handle and Cap Assembly onto the 
Cylinder.

  5. Prime the gun. Refer to the section entitled Priming 
the Loaded Gun for details.
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Priming the Loaded Gun

Overview

Priming is the act of removing air and introducing 
grease into the gun’s pumping mechanism.

Whether a gun primes is dependent on the:
• viscosity of the grease
• temperature of the grease
• condition of the gun

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Operate the Gun

In most cases the gun will prime simply by operating 
the gun several times with the Coupler (Nozzle) 
unattached to a lubrication fitting.

Should grease fail to appear, see the next section 
entitled Assisted Prime.

Assisted Prime

This process manually assists grease into the Head 
Assembly.

  1. Position the gun with the Coupler (Nozzle) pointed 
downward.

CAUTION

Do not tap the gun on the Coupler or Nozzle. Dam-
age to internal components can occur.

flat surface.

  3. Operate the gun several times once again unattached to 
a lubrication fitting.

Loss of Prime

A condition may arise when only a portion of the 
grease within the gun dispenses. This can be attributed to 
air pockets in the grease or the reasons previously stated as 
to whether a gun primes.
